With the use of a Thinking Map such as the Tree Map have the students list three or more different measurement tools and the different ways they are used.  For example:

You may make a connection with the book Mapping Penny and use a double bubble to compare both.

After the reading you may divide the class into groups and hand out visuals of measuring objects such as a thermometer, ruler, scale, measuring tape, clock, or a measuring cup) Next, hand out different objects to be measured such as books, pencils, balls and so forth.  Discuss the different objects to be measured with the groups and ask what tool they would be using for measuring.  

Divide groups into two categories – measurement tools and the objects to be measured. Have the student use their interactive science notebook.

Finally, have students chose one object per group and create a bubble map showing the different ways that the object can be measured.
