Grade 2

Mini-Lesson Goal:  

 Students will use story elements to retell text and to integrate the language of literature 

with their own oral language.
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Materials Needed:
· A familiar book with simple text

· Chart from the first lesson

· Markers

· Writers Notebook

Before the Lesson:

Read the selected book

Mini-Lesson

Connection:

Retelling helps the reader create a mental image of the story.

Teach :

Read the book to the students.  Tell students they will decide which story elements belong to the beginning, middle, and end.

Active Involvement:

Students will finish the chart started in the first lesson.

The students will create retelling of the story using sequence.
